ADDENDUM NO. 1 
 
 
This addendum is issued by the Architect to all known individuals, firms or corporations who have 
obtained or received bidding documents and contract documents for the above listed project or have 
forwarded questions or request for substitutions.  This addendum is hereby made a portion of the bidding 
documents or contract documents, as appropriate.  It is issued for the purpose of amplifying, clarifying or 
correcting originally issued bid documents.  Text highlighted in yellow refer to attachments to this 
addendum.  Bidders are required to acknowledge receipt of their addendum in appropriate space on the 
bid form. 
 


1. Acceptable alternate manufacturers & products 
a. Dormakaba door closer by Stanley Commercial Hardware D-4450 – Section 08710 
b. Everlast Metals SSL-175 metal roofing – Section 07411 
c. UniClad UC-14 – Section 07411 
d. Armstrong acoustical grid ceiling systems – Section 09512 
e. Kohler generator/ATS.  
f. Record power actuated doors – Section 08412 
g. Terrazzo & Marble Urethane Concrete Industrial resinous flooring with a polyaspartic top 


coat – Section 09672 
2. NOT accepted alternate manufacturers & products 


a. Dormakaba Best 9k3 cylindrical locks – Section 08710 
3. Draft stopping and 2 hour access panels are delineated on the revised sheet A-15.  Revised 


specifications for the access panels are on the attached specification 10720 Access Doors 8.21.20.  
This revised Sheet A-15 also indicates the corrected wood versus CFS truss in the area north of 
the Fire Garage bays. 


4. There is no requirement for fire wall separation between the Police Garage and Offices.  Also 
there will be no fire rating required for these doors or the Armory doors. 


5. The Velux Sun Tunnels are indicated on the Roof Plan sheet A-14 and there are 4 total. 
6. Aluminum gutters shall be .032 painted aluminum K style 6” commercial and the downspouts 
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shall be painted aluminum 4” x 5” in .024 aluminum. 
7. Signage shall be per the revised specification 10431 Signage 8.25.20.  
8. The footing depth of 5’-0” below finished floor is correct.  Hand borings per the attached were 


taken in March of this year. 
9. New Brick – Color to be Riverbank -900BST with iron cut texture and no effects.  Details for the 


head, jamb and sills on the window shall be per the attached detail “New Brick sill and jamb” and 
“New Brick head detail” 


10. Concrete stoops – Other than the sidewalks leading to Doors 1, 24 & 25, them there is an 11’ x 
12’ stoop/pad at Doors 50 & 51 and an 8’ deep stop/pad in front of Doors 26-31 and 44-47.  The 
area in front of Doors 40-42 is part of the concrete drive in that area.  These stoops to be 6” thick 
with a 24” turn down edge per the attached 2-Concrete Apron Detail.  The stoops and sidewalks 
are to be doweled to the building foundation per the note on Sheet A-2. 


11. The shower floors are indicated to be poured separately on Sheet A-1.  Set these floors 2” below 
finish floor for a 2” mud-set tile floor. 


12. The acoustical grid ceiling tile in specification 09512 should read USG #86985 for a 9/16” grid 
system in lieu of the USG #86785. 


13. The areas under the heated floor slabs have 2 layers of 2” high density foam insulation with the 
joints staggered and the top layer taped.  The foam insulation shall be Dow Corning Foamular 600 
XPS Extruded Polystyrene or equal. 


14. All showers shall have 24” and 36” grab bars, Bobrick B-6806 or equal as well as a Bobrick B-5191 
folding seat, all as indicated and located on Sheet A-8. 


15. All metal lockers and gear lockers are by the owner.  For reference the evidence lockers are Tiffin 
3AA and 6AA side by side with a 4” base included.  The lockers in all locker rooms will be Tennsco 
18” x 21”d x 72” high single tier with legs.  Gear lockers will be Geargrid wall mounted 24” x 24” x 
72”.  One horizontal 2 x 10 wood blocking line will be required at an elevation to be determined 
on the two walls of the Fire Department gear lockers. 


16. Details for the radiant floor heat system can be found on sheet M-3.  
17. Painting 


a. The windows are aluminum clad exterior with a factory finish paint on the inside. 
b. There is no requirement for field painting the Stucco. 
c. Boral or equal trim to be factory primed and filed painted. 
d. There is a 5/4” x 5-1/2” Boral or equal trim at the top of the siding walls at the juncture 


with the soffit.  This item will require field painting. 
e. Bollards are not to be field painted but have a vinyl colored sleeve per the detail on the 


drawings. 
f. The mezzanine wood floors are not required to be painted. 


18. Mechanical  
a. There is no requirements for a BMS system for boiler B-1 
b. Sheet P-1 has been revised and attached to indicate 3 - ½” water connections with ball 


valves at the ceiling of Fire Department Garage 115. 
c. This same revised sheet P-1 indicates the air piping required from the owner supplied air 


compressor to four locations.  The owner supplied air compressor will be an Ingersoll 
Rand Type 30, 7.5 HP, 80 gallon two-stage (208V/3pahse fully packaged unit which will 
require electrical connection with a disconnect device. 


19. Electrical 
a. There is no requirement for a fire alarm system in the project. 
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b. There is no requirement for any concrete encased underground conduit for the electrical 
service from AEP pole to the transformer or from the transformer to the building. 


c. If the manufacturer of the standby generator cannot meet the electrical requirements 
with a natural gas unit, please have them bid the next size up that is powered by natural 
gas.  We do not want a diesel powered generator.

Install as per manufacturers recommendations. The above lettering located above fire department 
overhead doors on west side of building.
